8. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – Cllr. Temple declared personal interest in Item 13.5 as Secretary of the Old Chester Road Allotment Association and in Item 21.8 as spouse to Mr David Temple (Cheque No. 3931).
8.1 Councillors noted that, in future, all records would be kept by the Parish Clerk for ease of public access.  This was in accordance with instructions received from CWaC Monitoring Officer.  Members were also notified that they must update their registers within 28 days of any change of their interests.

9.1 No reports received from local constabulary.

9.2 Incidents at Helsby Community Sports Club – youths gathering on Football Pitch.  Police attended although the information was not forwarded to local police (PCSO).

10. MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON 11TH APRIL 2011.  Proposed by Cllr. Kennedy, seconded by Cllr. Rigby and RESOLVED – that the minutes of the Helsby Parish Council meeting held on 11th April 2011 be accepted as an accurate record and duly signed by the Chairman – PC94/11.
11. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES

11.1 New lease for building known as the Helsby Ex-Serviceman’s Club – Heads of Terms sent to the Parish Council’s solicitor to draft the new lease which will be sent to Mr Walker’s solicitors.  Proposed by Cllr. Randles, seconded by Cllr. Kennedy and RESOLVED – that the draft lease be viewed by all members of Helsby Parish Council – PC95/11.
11.2 Meeting venue for monthly Parish Council meetings.  No progress had been made re arranging a meeting with Community Association to discuss running the meetings in the main hall on 2nd Monday which would mean evicting the present users. St. Paul’s Church Hall had been provisionally booked but Councillors took issue due to the hire costs.  A good deal of discussion took place and Cllr. Randles asked that it be minuted that since the change in the 
layout of the Library and bearing in mind the lack of public attending the meetings, the library was conducive to meetings.  Proposed by Cllr. Temple, seconded by Cllr. Randles and RESOLVED – to re-open dialogue with Head of Library Services to ask that Helsby Parish Council be allowed to continue using Helsby Library for the monthly meetings – PC96/11.
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It was also agreed that some dialogue still take place with the Community Association re availability of hall.
12. MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING FOR THE PARISH ELECTORATE HELD ON 21ST APRIL 2011.  Proposed by Cllr. Randles, seconded by Cllr. S MacPherson and RESOLVED – that the minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting of the Parish Electorate held on 21st April 2011 be accepted as an accurate record and duly signed by the Chairman – PC97/11.  Due to the disappointing attendance it was agreed to form a sub-group to recommend how attendance could be improved  and that said group be made up of Cllrs. O’Neill, Thomas, Johnson, Hulse, Ellams and Susanne MacPherson – Action: Clerk to arrange meeting.

13.  MINUTES OF THE PARKS, CEMETERY & ALLOTMENTS COMMITTEE MEETING HELD ON 26th APRIL 2011.  Cllr. Kennedy presented the minutes that included the following recommendations:-
13.1 Queens Drive / Mountain View / Lodge Hollow.  Proposed by Cllr. Kennedy, seconded by Cllr. Temple and RESOLVED – to draft a letter to be sent firstly to the NALC Solicitor for legal opinion before being hand delivered to those residents living in Queens Drive, Mountain View and Lodge Hollow who were accessing the rear of their properties over Parish Council owned land and that the wording of the letter be such that it grant permission to said property owners to continue to enjoy the access until otherwise notified – PC98/11.
13.2 Actions from Allotment Site Inspection.  As the Clerk had omitted to attach the report, she read out the recommended actions. Proposed by Cllr. Kennedy, seconded by Cllr. Randles and RESOLVED – to follow through the actions listed in the Allotment Site Inspection Report dated 20th April 2011 as attached to the Parks Committee minutes – PC99/11.
13.3 Allotment Tenancy Agreements.  Proposed by Cllr. Kennedy, seconded by Cllr. Temple and RESOLVED – to enter into Allotment Tenancy Agreements with the following Helsby residents – PC100/11:-
Plot 4 Queens Drive – Janet Ferraro of 1 Rose Farm Court WA6 0AN

Plot 16B Queens Drive – Vincent Charles of 23 Sherwood Grove WA6 0BF 

13.4 Re-classification of plot sizes.  Proposed by Cllr. Kennedy, seconded by Cllr. Temple and RESOLVED – to re-classify all plots above 90mt2 as large size and all plots below as small size plots and that the new categorizations would take effect when the tenancy agreements were renewed on 1st Oct 11 – PC101/11.
13.5 Collection of Public Liability Insurance money from allotment holders.  Cllr. Temple reported that members of the Old Chester Road Allotment Association wished to keep the status quo re collection of monies – duly noted. Proposed by Cllr.  Kennedy, seconded by Cllr. Temple and RESOLVED – that the Parish Council takes on the responsibility of the collection of monies required for Allotment Association Membership and Public Liability Insurance at the same time as annual renewal of Allotment Tenancy Agreements for Queens Drive Allotment Association only – PC102/11.
13.6 Field Drainage.  Proposed by Cllr. Kennedy, seconded by Cllr. Temple and RESOLVED – to contact an Agricultural Land Drainage Service to assess the parish field drainage to find out what the problem was and to recommend a solution – PC103/11.
13.7 Phase 3 – Children’s Park.  Proposed by Cllr. Kennedy, seconded by Cllr. Temple and RESOLVED – 1. To arrange a site meeting with Mrs Woodward-Moor (CWaC) Senior Landscape Architect) to seek opinion re design concept for Phase 3 which included an entrance leading from Chester Road; 2. Once the concept had been finalised – approach contractors / designers to prepare formal plan of proposed design and provide estimated costs for consideration by Helsby Parish Council – PC104/11.
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13.8 Institute of Cemetery & Crematorium Management – ICCM.  Proposed by Cllr. Kennedy, seconded by Cllr. Temple and RESOLVED – that the Council in accordance with Section 111 of the Local Government Act 1972, renews its annual membership of the Institute of Cemetery & Crematorium Management for 2011/12 costing £90.00 – PC105/11.
13.9 Cemetery Cremated Remains Area. Proposed by Cllr. Kennedy, seconded by Cllr. Temple and RESOLVED – 1. That the creation of a cremated remains strip on the sloping ground adjacent to existing full graves in the pod nearest to the lock-up garage be approved; 2. That a specification be developed to be used to obtain quotations from preparation of the strip and the placing of guide stones to delineate the individual plots; 3. To employ a contactor to remove the heap of gravel stones and old edging setts located next to the lock-up garage – PC106/11.
13.10 Weed Spraying.  Proposed by Cllr. Kennedy, seconded by Cllr. Temple and RESOLVED – to re-start the use of weed spraying to control the weeds in the sunken area in Helsby Public Cemetery – PC107/11.
13.11 Waste Bin.  Proposed by Cllr. Kennedy, seconded by Cllr. Temple and RESOLVED – to employ a contractor to remove the waste bin nearest to the sunken area at Helsby Public Cemetery – PC108/11.

· Update on Gypsy & Travellers – CWaC should have short list of sites by summer 2011 and it was expected that Cheshire East list of sites would be ready by Nov 2013. 

· Localism Bill – already mechanisms in place to deliver now.

· Due to low attendance, ChALC was investigating withdrawing the Area Meetings in favour of 2 conferences one for each unitary authority area.

a) Invoice Charge.  Proposed by Cllr. Gardner, seconded by Cllr. Thomas and RESOLVED that the Council, in accordance with Section 2 of Part II of the Audit Commission Act 1998, approve the invoice payment of £222.26 payable to JDH Business Services Ltd for internal audit fees – PC114/11.
